The follo wing or 
another suitable euc har istic hymn is sung.

Translation:

Priest/Deacon: You have given them Bread from heaven (P.T. Alleluia)

! All: Having all sweetness with it (P.T. Alleluia)

Priest/Deacon: Lord Jesus Christ, you gave us the Eucharist as the memorial of your suffering and 
death. May our worship of this sacrament of your body and blood, help us to experience the sal-
vation won for us and the peace of the kingdom, where you live with the Father and the Holy 
Spirit, one God, for ever and ever.

! All: Amen.

The celebrant will t hen bless all pr esent with the Euchar ist.

REPOSITION

When t he pr iest or deacon has blessed e veryone he then replaces the Blessed Sacrament in t he taber nacle and 
genußects. The follo wing acclamation ma y be said at t his time. This acclamation is called t he Divine Praises.

As the celebrant is lea ving the follo wing or ano ther suitable h ymn may be sung.

Let us, with heads bowed [cernui] venerate so great a Sacrament: And let the old record yield to the new religious custom: 
Let faith, that which may Þll the gap [supplementum] stand forward, to Supply the defect of the senses.

To the Begetter and the Begotten be praise and jubilation, Salutation [salus], honor, moral excellence and blessing too,
And let equal praise be to Him, Who proceeds from Both.

ADORATION

During t his period t here should be appr opr iate prayers, songs, readings fr om scripture, and a br ief homil y to help 
the congregation f ocus its attention t o the worship of t he Lord. It is im por tant to remember that the Euchar ist is the 
ÒReal PresenceÓ of Jesus Christ.



The Holy Rosary of  the Blessed Virgin Mary

In the name of the Father, and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit. Amen.

Leader: 

We offer this Rosary for the intentions of our Holy Father, Pope Benedict XVI, for our ArchBishop 
Wilton Gregory, for our Pastor Father Hennessey, for all the priests in this diocese and an increase 
in vocations.  For what else shall we pray....

Then recite the Apostle's Creed:

I believe in God, the Father Almighty, 
Creator of Heaven and earth; and in Jesus Christ,His only Son Our Lord, 

He was conceived by the Holy Spirit,
!born of the Virgin Mary, suffered under Pontius Pilate, was cruciÞed, died, and was buried. 
He descended into Hell; on the third day He rose again from the dead; 
He ascended into Heaven, and is seated at the right hand of God, the Father almighty; from 
thence He shall come to judge the living and the dead. 

I believe in the Holy Sprit, the holy Catholic Church, the communion of saints, the forgiveness of 
sins, the resurrection of the body and life everlasting. Amen. 

Then say 1 Our F ather, 3 Hail Mar ys (for t he vir tues of Faith, Hope and Char ity) and t hen 1 Glor y Be:

Hail Mary, full of grace, the Lord is with thee; Blessed art thou among women, and blessed is the 
fruit of thy womb, Jesus. Holy Mary, Mother of God, pray for us sinners, now and at the hour of 
death. Amen.

Ave Mar ia, g ratia plena, Dominus t ecum; Benedicta tu in mulier ibus, et benedictus fr uctus ventris tui, Jesus.
Sancta Mar ia, Mat er Dei, or a pr o nobis peccat or ibus, nunc et in hor a mor tis nostrae. Amen.

Glory be to the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit. As it was in the beginning, is now, 
and ever shall be, world without end. Amen

Gloria Patri, et Filii et Spiritui Sancti, Sicut erat in principio, et nuc et semper, in saecula seculorum. Amen.

While medit ating on t he My steries, recite: One Our F ather (lar ge beads), ! 10 Hail Mar ys (small beads) and ! 1 
Glor y Be!(before the next lar ge bead) t o make a complete decade of t he rosary.!

The F‡tima Prayer may also be said (P ope Pius XII).

O my Jesus, forgive us our sins, save us from the Þres of hell, lead all souls to heaven, especially 
those who are in most need of Thy mercy.

After the completion of Þve mysteries (5 decades), or 1 5 or 20, t he follo wing is customar ily said:

Hail, holy Queen, mother of mercy, our life, our sweetness, and our hope. To thee do we cry, poor 
banished children of Eve. To thee do we send up our sighs mourning and weeping in this valley of 
tears. Turn then, most gracious advocate, thine eyes of mercy toward us, and after this our exile 
show us the blessed fruit of thy womb, Jesus. O clement, O loving, O sweet Virgin Mary.

(Leader:) Pray for us, O Holy Mother of  God. !

That we may be made worthy of the promises of Christ.

(Leader:) Let us pray,!

O God, whose only begotten Son, by His life, death, and resurrection, has purchased for us the re-
wards of eternal salvation. Grant, we beseech Thee, that while meditating on these mysteries of 
the most holy Rosary of the Blessed Virgin Mary, that we may both imitate what they contain and 
obtain what they promise, through Christ our Lord. Amen.
